Encourage: to build up

“I see what you're going through, and I'm praying for you.”
Not: “I wish you appreciated everything I do for you...”

Examine: to prove, to test, to investigate thoroughly

“Let’s get together for weekly Bible study because we'll both benefit.”
Not: “You're not reading your Bible nearly enough...”

Romans 15:4

Exhort: to urge someone to do something

“What can we do to resolve our disagreement in a way that honors God?”
Not: “You're wrong, and you need to admit it...”

Romans 15:5

Extol: to praise highly or to glorify

“Let’s set aside our preferences and praise the Lord together.”
Not: “Straighten out your theology, and then we can worship...”
