Priests had to do four things in order to be prepared for service. For one week, the 
priests were to be: 
 

1.​ Washed with water every day 
2.​ Anointed with oil every day 
3.​ They were to sacrifice animals every day 
4.​ They were to be anointed with blood every day 

 

These sacrifices were required every day throughout consecration week: 
 

 

●​ Bull​ ​ Sin Offering​ ​ ​ ​ ​  
●​ Ram #1​ Burnt Offering​ ​ ​ ​  
●​ Ram #2​ Wave Offering

​ These sacrifices would be ongoing daily sacrifices: 
 

●​ Lamb #1​ Burnt Offering AM  
●​ Lamb #2​ Burnt Offering PM
